How many hats do you make for Royal 
Ascot? 
Around 200 a year – Ascot is a major event 
for us. 
 
Who are among your celebrity clients? 
Everyone from Keira Knightley to Lady 
Annabel Goldsmith. One year, Gabby Logan 
bought her hat for Ascot here at the last 

minute – she had been due to wear a hat for charity but then didn’t like the 
design, so we were able to come to the rescue. 
 
And your most unusual commission for Ascot? 
A newspaper asked for a hat in the shape of the World Cup trophy. 
 
What trends can we expect this season? 
Look out for pastel shades of pink, blue and mint green, or classics such as black 
and white and slate grey. Design-wise anything goes at Ascot, but expect more 
subdued, well-tailored hats this year.
